ENACTED by the National Assembly of the Federal Republic of
Nigeria as follows:

1. The Constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria, 1999,
(hereinaftercalled "the Principal Act") is altered as set out below.

2. Section 65 of the Principal Actis altered by deleting the phrase
“and"” immediately the semi-colon in section 65(2)(a) and introduce a semi-
color immediately after the phrase "party" in section 63(2)(b}, and
introduce new section 65(2}{(c) as follows:

"(¢)he presenthimself as an independent candidate”

3. Section 106 of the Principal Actis altered by deleting the phrase
"and" immediately the semi-colon in section 106(c) and introduce a semi-
colon immediately after the phrase "parts™ in section 106(d), and introduce
new section 106(e) as follows:

“(d) he present himsel!fas an independent candidate”.

4, Section 130 ofthe Principal Actis altered by substituting for the
subsisting section 130{d), a new section 130{ d), the subsisting (d) becomes
new (g) as follows:

"(dy he present himselfas an independent candidate; and”

5. Section 177 of the Principal Actis altered by substituting for the
subsisting section 177(d), a new section 177(¢), the subsisting (¢) becomes

new (d)as follows:
